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UCC GOLF COURSE LOCAL RULES

Welcome to our facilities and enjoy your golfing experience!

e The use of a SAND BAG is compulsory. Please repair divots, pitch marks
and smooth bunkers after use.

e Preferred Lies: Marked, lifted and placed 30CM by hand, on all closely
mown areas through the green.

e All distances are measured in metres. Distance markers on the tees are to the
centre of the green. Fairway distance markers are to the front of the green.
Find attached pin positions in the pro shop.

e Mole hills are to be treated as abnormal ground conditions, relief may be
taken in accordance with Rule 25-1.

e Relief must be taken when a ball comes to rest next to a security beam
surrounding the residential estates, even when the beam is erected next to a
tree.

e The use of a GPS unit is allowed on this golf course.

e No Golf Carts are permitted on tees, aprons around greens or bunkers unless
special authorization had been obtained from the pro shop.

e Pull carts are not permitted on greens or on aprons around the greens.

e Please keep up with the group playing in front of you. Invite faster groups to
play through.

e Please find additional course information on the back of the scorecard.

e Stones in bunkers are movable obstructions (Rule 24-1 applies)

The Spirit of the Game

Unlike many sports, golf is played, for the most part, without the supervision of a
referee or umpire. The game relies on the integrity of the individual to show
consideration for other players and to abide by the Rules. All players should conduct



themselves in a disciplined manner, demonstrating courtesy and sportsmanship at all
times, irrespective of how competitive they may be.

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UCC DRESS CODE

It is the intention of the dress code to maintain the relaxed culture and atmosphere that has been the hallmark of Umhali
Country Club since its inception.
